PUBLIC OFFER AGREEMENT

Sole Proprietor Kyrylo Hrytsenko, who is the official distributor of the digital product Forevers
Ads based on a Marketing and Distribution Agreement concluded with Dubadu Portal LLC, UAE
(hereinafter referred to as “Dubadu”), on the one side, and

any individual or legal entity, as well as a sole proprietor, who has registered on
https://forevers.market (hereinafter referred to as the “Website*) and paid the One-Time Access Fee for
Forevers Ads (hereinafter referred to as the “User), on the other side,

hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties” and each separately as a “Party”, have entered
into this Public Offer Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”) as follows:

1. TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

1.1. Forevers Ads — is an intangible digital product that exists in the form of a unique code and
grants the User the right to access one advertising slot within a designated geographical market to place
one listing for the sale or rental of real estate on the https://dubadu.com platform (hereinafter also the
“Platform”), in accordance with its rules, for a period of 24 hours once per year.

This right is perpetual for the entire period of the Platform’s operation and may be exercised by
the User starting from the day following the payment of the corresponding One-Time Access Fee for
Forevers Ads.

The User has the right to:

- to independently exercise this right on the selected calendar day, provided that the User holds an
official authorization to carry out real estate transactions in the chosen region, if such authorization is
required by local legislation;

- transfer the right for temporary use to third parties, sell or gift it.

Forevers Ads is not a financial asset, means of payment, electronic money, or investment
instrument.

Forevers Ads is intended solely for functional use within the Platform and does not create any
guarantees of income or value appreciation.

1.2. One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads — a one-time fee paid by the User to obtain access to
Forevers Ads and the functionality of the Website.

1.3. Digital Space Administration Fee — a payment for technical and administrative support of
listing placement, including: technical integration, interface access, user action support, and technical
infrastructure reservation.

1.4. Digital Intermediation Fee — a charge for providing technical and administrative support
during the process of transferring access rights to Forevers Ads to another party, including recording
changes in the system and updating rights status.

1.5. The Forevers Ads Loyalty Program (hereinafter referred to as the “Loyalty Program”) — a
program for Website Users that provides the opportunity to receive bonuses for temporarily transferring
access to Forevers Ads to third parties, including real estate agencies and/or real estate agents, provided
they are registered and hold a valid license to conduct real estate activities in the relevant market, if such
license is required by local regulations.

1.6. Loyalty Program Activation — a voluntary and confirmed action performed by the User
through their personal account on the Website, by which the User grants the Platform permission to
temporarily administer the selected Forevers Ads for the purpose of participation in the Loyalty
Program.



Once activated, the corresponding Forevers Ads will be locked for the entire duration of
participation in the Loyalty Program and cannot be sold or gifted during this period.

2. GENERAL PROVISIONS

2.1. The User shall be deemed to have accepted this Agreement upon payment of the One-Time
Access Fee for Forevers Ads via a non-cash transfer through an electronic payment system or by any
other method expressly agreed upon by the Parties. Such acceptance constitutes the User’s full,
unconditional, and unreserved agreement to all terms and conditions of this Agreement.

2.2. All operations related to Forevers Ads are carried out through the Website.

2.3. The Agreement is considered concluded from the moment the One-Time Access Fee for
Forevers Ads is successfully through any of the available payment methods.

2.4. This Agreement is drafted in Ukrainian and English. In the event of any discrepancies or
inconsistencies between the Ukrainian and English versions, the Ukrainian version shall prevail and be
considered official and legally binding.

2.5. Upon successful payment of the One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads, the User receives a
personal, perpetual, and non-exclusive right to access the Forevers Ads functionality within their
account on the Website. This access constitutes an individual right of use and does not imply the
transfer of legal ownership.

2.6. Communication between Dubadu and the User is carried out via the feedback form or through
the User’s personal account on the Website.

2.7. Dubadu provides the technical infrastructure for access to Forevers Ads and support for its
use in accordance with the terms of the Agreement, acting solely in an intermediary, technical, and
administrative capacity. Dubadu does not interfere with the content or economic value of posted listings;
its role is to provide the interface, transaction accounting, and proper technical functioning of the
Website.

2.8. Forevers Ads may be issued for various geographic markets. The terms of use for each type of
Forevers Ads, including market-specific conditions, licensing requirements, and access limitations, are
defined on the Website and form an integral part of this Agreement. Each geographic market is
designated by a specific letter or combination of letters following the Forevers Ads name, which
corresponds to the applicable jurisdiction and rules of use.

2.9. This Agreement is universal and applies to all types of Forevers Ads offered by Dubadu in
any jurisdiction. While the structure and essence of the rights granted remain the same, the specific
conditions of use, pricing, licensing requirements, and commission policies may vary depending on the
geographic market for which the respective Forevers Ads is issued. Users are responsible for reviewing
the applicable terms published on the Website before purchasing or using any specific Forevers Ads.

2.10. Users who are citizens or residents of countries subject to international sanctions are
prohibited from entering into this Public Offer Agreement, interacting with Dubadu, using the Website,
registering, making transactions, or participating in any programs or processes described in this
Agreement.

Such countries include, but are not limited to: the Russian Federation, Republic of Belarus, Iran,
North Korea, Syria, Afghanistan, Sudan, Venezuela, Cuba, Central African Republic, Democratic
Republic of the Congo, Libya, Zimbabwe, as well as any other states or territories subject to sanctions



imposed by the United Nations Security Council, the U.S. Government (OFAC), the European Union, or
other internationally recognized sanctioning bodies.

In the event that a person, despite this restriction, registers on the Website, enters into this
Agreement, makes a payment, or engages in any interaction with Dubadu, such action shall be
considered a material breach of this Agreement. Dubadu reserves the right to immediately terminate the
Agreement unilaterally, delete the User’s account, revoke access to Forevers Ads and related services,
and cancel all accrued bonuses or balances, without any refunds, credits, or compensation to such
person.

2.11. Dubadu does not cooperate with individuals, legal entities, or organizations that:

- are subject to international sanctions;

- lack a defined and internationally recognized jurisdiction;

- are located in temporarily occupied territories;

- operate in territories with disputed or unrecognized international status.

If Dubadu identifies any such cooperation, it reserves the right to unilaterally terminate this
Agreement and restrict access to services without providing any compensation or refund.

3. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

3.1. In the relations between the Parties, each Party is and shall remain the sole and exclusive
owner of all intellectual property rights. No Party shall obtain rights to any core intellectual property of
the other Party under this Agreement, except for the limited rights specifically and explicitly granted by
this Agreement.

4. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

4.1. Rights of Dubadu

4.1.1. To make changes to the terms of the Agreement unilaterally, by notifying the User no later
than 7 (seven) calendar days in advance. Continued use of Forevers Ads after the changes are made shall

be considered as the User's consent to the new version of the Agreement.

4.1.2. To require the User to comply with the provisions of the Agreement, as well as the rules for
using Forevers Ads.

4.1.3. To temporarily or permanently restrict access to the functionality of the Website in the event
of a breach by the User of the terms of the Agreement or applicable law.

4.1.4. To introduce changes to the terms of use of Forevers Ads, including but not limited to
commission rates, technical specifications, and other operational parameters, provided that the relevant
information is published in advance on the Website. Such changes shall not have retroactive effect and
shall not apply to rights or transactions carried out prior to their entry into force.

4.2. Obligations of Dubadu

4.2.1. To provide access to the functionality of Forevers Ads after receiving the One-Time Access
Fee for Forevers Ads.

4.2.2. To act as a digital intermediary during the User's use of Forevers Ads.

4.2.3. To ensure the protection of the User's personal data in accordance with applicable
legislation.



4.2.4. To promptly inform the User about changes in the rules of use of Forevers Ads through the
Website or other official communication channels.

4.2.5. To comply with the laws of Ukraine, and, where applicable, the laws of other relevant
jurisdictions and international law within the scope of its activity.

4.3. Rights of the User

4.3.1. To use Forevers Ads in accordance with the technical capabilities and functionality
provided by Dubadu, and in accordance with the terms of the Agreement and the rules and conditions of
the Website.

4.3.2. To have access to complete and up-to-date information about Forevers Ads, commission
policy conditions, and the functionality of the Platform and the Website.

4.3.3. To require Dubadu to comply with the terms of this Agreement and to duly perform the
obligations stipulated by its provisions.

4.3.4. To terminate the use of Forevers Ads in accordance with the terms of the Agreement, by
notifying Dubadu in advance.

4.4. Obligations of the User
4.4.1. To provide true, current, and complete information during registration on the Website.

4.4.2. To ensure timely and proper fulfillment of tax obligations in accordance with the legislation
of their country of tax residence.

4.4.3. To use the functionality of the Website in accordance with the terms of the Agreement,
respecting the rights of third parties and complying with the current rules and regulations published on
the Website.

4.4.4. To promptly inform Dubadu of any cases of unauthorized access to the account or other
security violations.

4.4.5. To regularly familiarize themselves with updates published on the Website and to comply
with the current terms of use of Forevers Ads.

5. PROCEDURE FOR PAYMENT OF COMMISSION FEES

5.1. The amount of the One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads is posted on the Website. The fee
amount may vary depending on the geographic market for which the specific Forevers Ads is issued.

5.2. The payment shall be deemed completed once the funds have been successfully received by
Dubadu through any accepted payment method.

5.3. Access to Forevers Ads is provided to the User immediately after confirmation of the One-
Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads receipt.

5.4. The Digital space administration fee is charged only in the event of actual use of Forevers
Ads, i.e., after the advertisement is published.



5.5. All payments are made exclusively in non-cash form. After the successful transaction, the
User receives an automatic notification to the email address specified during registration. Information
about completed payments is also stored and available in the User's personal account on the Website.

5.6. Confirmation of successful payment by the User is an invoice indicating the number of
Forevers Ads accesses granted. The invoice is available for download in the personal account on the
Website and is sent to the email address specified by the User during registration.

5.7. The current rates of all Dubadu commissions are posted on the Website and may be updated
periodically. The User agrees to independently monitor such changes through the Website.

5.8. Dubadu’s obligations under this Agreement shall be deemed fully performed upon granting
the User access to Forevers Ads after confirmation of the successful receipt of the One-Time Access Fee
for Forevers Ads.

5.9. The User has the right to request a refund of the One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads
within fourteen (14) calendar days from the date of payment, provided that Forevers Ads has not been
used in any way, including activation of participation in the Loyalty Program.

Additionally, the User may request a refund at any time in the following circumstances:

- Accidental double payment; or

- Proven technical error in the operation of the payment system.

All refund requests shall be submitted in writing to Dubadu and must include supporting
documentation, where applicable. Dubadu reserves the right to verify each request and shall make a
determination regarding approval or rejection at its sole discretion, provided such discretion is exercised
in good faith and in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

Approved refunds shall be processed using the same payment method originally used by the User,
unless otherwise agreed by the Parties in writing.

6. METHOD OF DISPOSAL OF FOREVERS ADS

A User who has paid the One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads for access to Forevers Ads in
accordance with the terms of the Agreement has the right to dispose of its functionality in the following
ways:

6.1. Use of Forevers Ads to publish their own advertisement.

6.1.1. The User has the right to use Forevers Ads to post their own real estate sale or rental
advertisement within the market for which the corresponding Forevers Ads access was obtained. Posting
must comply with the available Website functionality and all applicable rules of the Website and
Platform.

6.1.2. In order to publish such an advertisement, the User must have the legal right to carry out
such activity in the respective country or market, in accordance with applicable laws and regulations.

6.1.3. For using Forevers Ads to publish their own advertisement, the User shall pay a digital
space administration fee in the amount specified in accordance with the rates published on the Platform.

This fee is not included in the One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads and is charged exclusively
upon actual use of Forevers Ads.



6.2. Transfer of rights (alienation) of Forevers Ads.

6.2.1. The User has the right to transfer the access right to Forevers Ads (by way of sale, gift, or
other form of transfer) at any time, provided that the technical functionality for such transfer is available
on the Website and the specific Forevers Ads is not currently participating in the Loyalty Program.

6.2.2. In the event of a transfer of access rights to another party, Dubadu may charge a Digital
Intermediation Fee. This fee covers the technical and administrative support required for the transfer,
including the recording of changes in the system and the update of rights status. The fee amount is
determined according to the current rates published on the Website.

6.3. Participation in the Loyalty program

6.3.1. The User may, at their sole discretion, join the Loyalty Program, which allows the
temporary transfer of access to Forevers Ads to third parties, including real estate agencies or other
participants registered on the Platform who hold a valid license to conduct real estate activities in the
respective market, if such license is required, for the purpose of publishing property sale or rental
listings. Participation in the Loyalty Program is activated via the User’s personal account on the
Website.

6.3.2. Participation in the Loyalty program is not mandatory and does not involve the transfer of
exclusive, long-term, or licensed rights. All temporary accesses are arranged through Dubadu’s
technical infrastructure without transferring ownership or control over Forevers Ads.

6.3.3. Dubadu acts solely as a digital intermediary, providing technical capability for third parties
to access the relevant functionality, as well as accounting and technical support for the process within
the Loyalty program.

6.3.4. The accrual and payment of bonuses are carried out in accordance with the terms of the
Loyalty Program published on the Platform.

6.3.5. The Loyalty program is not a form of lease, partnership, or agency relationship between the
User and third parties.

7. LIABILITY

7.1. The Parties are liable for non-performance or improper performance of their obligations under
this Agreement in accordance with applicable law of Ukraine.

7.2. A Party that has violated the terms of the Agreement is obliged, upon request of the other
Party, to compensate for documented direct damages caused by such violation. Compensation for lost
profits is not provided.

7.3. Responsibility for the accuracy, timeliness, and security of funds transfer, as well as for
processing payment information and personal data, lies with the payment infrastructure provider
selected by the User.

7.4. The User is responsible for the authenticity, completeness, and relevance of the information
provided during registration on the Website.



7.5. Dubadu is not responsible for the content of advertisements, the actions of Users, or the
results of their interaction with each other or with third parties within the framework of temporary or
permanent use of Forevers Ads.

7.6. Dubadu does not guarantee the achievement of any specific results, including but not limited
to the sale or rental of real estate, as a result of the use or activation of Forevers Ads.

7.7. All payments made through Dubadu are service fees for access to functionality, digital
intermediation, and technical administration. They are not subscriptions, do not guarantee any result,
and are non-refundable unless otherwise explicitly stated in this Agreement.

8. CONFIDENTIALITY

8.1. Each Party acknowledges that in the course of executing this Agreement, it may gain access
to information related to the business processes, strategic plans, technologies, intellectual property,
services, and products of the other Party. All such information is confidential and of significant value.
Its disclosure to third parties may cause serious harm. Accordingly, each Party agrees not to disclose
confidential information to third parties without the prior written consent of the other Party.

8.2. Upon termination of this Agreement, neither Party shall have the right to use or disclose
confidential information of the other Party. All materials containing such information must be
immediately returned to the owner or destroyed upon their request.

8.3. The Parties acknowledge that the provisions of this section are reasonable and necessary to
protect their legitimate interests. Failure to comply with these conditions may cause irreparable harm;
therefore, each Party undertakes to strictly adhere to its confidentiality obligations.

9. DISPUTES AND DISAGREEMENTS

9.1. All disputes and disagreements arising between the Parties in the course of the performance of
this Agreement shall be resolved, where possible, through negotiations.

9.2. If no agreement is reached through negotiations, the dispute shall be resolved in court in
accordance with the applicable laws of Ukraine.

9.3. The recognition of any provision of this Agreement (clause, section, paragraph, etc.) as
invalid or legally unenforceable by a court decision or under applicable law shall not affect the validity
of the remaining provisions of the Agreement. In such a case, the legal relations between the Parties
governed by the invalidated provision shall be replaced with a provision that is closest in meaning and
legal effect.

9.4. This Agreement is concluded and shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the
substantive and procedural law of Ukraine. All matters not regulated by this Agreement shall be
governed by the legislation of Ukraine and the current Terms of Use of the Website.

10. TERM, EARLY TERMINATION, AND AMENDMENTS TO THE AGREEMENT

10.1. The Agreement comes into force from the moment specified in clause 2.3 of this Agreement
and remains in effect until its termination in accordance with this section.

10.2. The Agreement may be terminated early in the following cases:



10.2.1. By mutual consent of the Parties. The Parties shall agree on the terms of termination by
signing a corresponding document specifying the date of termination.

10.2.2. By court decision. The Agreement may be terminated based on a final court ruling.

10.2.3. At the initiative of the User. The User has the right to unilaterally terminate the Agreement
by sending written notice to Dubadu at least fourteen (14) calendar days prior to the desired termination
date.

At the same time, the refund of the One-Time Access Fee for Forevers Ads is possible exclusively
in the manner and subject to the conditions set forth in clause 5.9 of this Agreement.

10.2.4. At the initiative of Dubadu. Dubadu has the right to unilaterally terminate the Agreement
by notifying the User at least fourteen (14) calendar days in advance in the event of:

« a breach by the User of the terms of this Agreement;

« a breach of the rules for using Forevers Ads;

« a violation of the laws of the United Arab Emirates or norms of international law.

10.3. Dubadu has the right to unilaterally amend this Agreement, including by approving a new
version, provided that information about such changes is published on the Website and the User is
notified via agreed communication channels.

10.3.1. Amendments to the Agreement take effect the day after the expiration of seven (7)
calendar days from the date of publication of such information on the Website, or from the effective date
specified in the published information, but not earlier than three (3) business days from the date of
publication.

10.3.2. Dubadu is not liable if the User fails to receive, study, or correctly understand the
information about amendments to the Agreement published in accordance with the established
procedure.

10.3.3. All amendments to the Agreement, from the moment they take effect, apply to all persons
who have joined this Agreement, including those who joined prior to the amendments taking effect.

10.3.4. The User is deemed to have accepted the new version of the Agreement if they continue
cooperation with Dubadu after the changes are made.

10.3.5. The User is considered notified of changes to the Agreement upon the sending of a
corresponding notice to the email address provided during registration.

10.3.6. If the User disagrees with the changes to the Agreement, they have the right to notify
Dubadu within five (5) business days from the date of publication of the changes. In such a case, the
termination procedure will be initiated in accordance with the terms of the Agreement. The User is
required to provide Dubadu with a written notice stating the reasons for the disagreement.

11. FORCE MAJEURE

11.1. Neither Party shall be liable to the other for failure to perform obligations under the
Agreement due to force majeure circumstances, i.e., circumstances beyond the control of the Parties that
they could not have foreseen or reasonably prevented, including declared or actual war, civil conflicts,
epidemics, blockades, embargoes, fires, earthquakes, floods, other natural disasters, and government
actions. Insolvency (bankruptcy) of either Party shall not be considered a force majeure event.



11.2. The Party affected by force majeure must immediately notify the other Parties and indicate
the impact of such circumstances on the performance of obligations under the Agreement. A certificate
from a competent authority is sufficient proof of the force majeure event and its duration.

12. PROCESSING AND PROTECTION OF PERSONAL DATA

12.1. The User consents to the collection, processing, and storage of their personal data for the
purpose of fulfilling this Agreement. Data processing may include, but is not limited to: receipt,
systematization, storage, updating, usage, anonymization, and deletion. Dubadu undertakes to ensure the
confidentiality and security of data processing in accordance with applicable legislation.

12.2. The Parties agree that the personal data provided by the User are collected solely for the
purpose of fulfilling the terms of the Agreement.

12.3. Under the Agreement, the User may provide the following categories of personal data:
« Name, surname, date of birth.

« Contact information (phone number, email address).

« Payment details (in case of payment).

« Other information necessary to fulfill the terms of the Agreement.

12.4. All User personal data are processed in accordance with Federal Law No. 45 of 2021 on
Personal Data Protection.

12.4.1. Data are stored in encrypted form and are not disclosed without the User’s consent, except
as required by law.

12.4.2. The data storage period shall not exceed the period necessary to fulfill the terms of this
Agreement, unless otherwise provided by law.

12.5. The User has the right to:

12.5.1. Request access to their personal data.

12.5.2. Request correction, deletion, or restriction of data processing.

12.5.3. Withdraw consent for data processing at any time.

12.5.4. File a complaint with the competent authority in case of violation of their rights.

12.6. The transfer of personal data to third parties is carried out only with the consent of the User,
except as required by law.
