Here we deeply value your privacy and are committed to protecting your personal data.

This Privacy Policy explains how we collect, use, store, and share your information when you
interact with our website, register an account, or use services such as Forevers Ads and related features.

We process your data transparently, fairly, and in accordance with applicable data protection laws.

By continuing to use this website, you confirm that you have read and accepted the terms of this
Privacy Policy. If you do not agree with any part of it, you should refrain from using our services.

1. INFORMATION WE COLLECT

We collect personal data only to the extent necessary for clearly defined purposes, such as
providing access to services, responding to inquiries, or analyzing website performance.

1.1. Contact Information.

When you voluntarily fill out a contact or registration form, we collect:

o full name;

e email address;

¢ phone number;

¢ bank account details (such as account number, IBAN, bank name, etc.), if you provide them for
payment processing or financial interactions;

¢ any other data you provide in the message or request field.

This information is used for the following purposes:

e responding to your inquiries;

e providing relevant and up-to-date information;

e assisting with account setup or access to Forevers Ads;

e processing payments, disbursements, or financial operations where applicable;
e offering continued support related to the services you are interested in.

1.2. Cookies and Tracking Technologies.

We use cookies and similar technologies to enhance your browsing experience and ensure website
functionality.

Types of cookies we may use include:

Session Cookies: Temporary cookies deleted when your browser closes. Used to support navigation
and usability during your session.

Persistent Cookies: Remain on your device until they expire or are manually deleted. They help us
remember your preferences and improve user experience.

Analytical Cookies: Used to analyze website traffic, user behavior, and interactions. Helps us
optimize platform performance and functionality.

Cookies requiring consent are activated only after receiving your explicit permission through our
cookie banner.

1.3. Tax and identification data

In cases where, in accordance with applicable law, the Website Administration acts as a tax agent
in relation to a user, we may request and process additional personal data required to fulfill such
obligations.

Such data may include, in particular:

* tax identification number or its equivalent;

* copies of identity documents, where expressly required by law;

* other data necessary for the calculation, withholding, and remittance of taxes and mandatory
payments.

Such data is processed solely for the purpose of complying with tax and financial legislation and is
retained for the periods required by applicable laws and regulations.



2. LEGAL BASIS FOR PROCESSING YOUR DATA

We only process your personal data when it is legally allowed. Below, we explain why we do it and
what legal basis gives us the right to do so.

2.1. When you contact us or request support.

We process your data if you:

This is based on our legitimate interest (Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR), because otherwise, we
wouldn’t be able to respond to you or provide access to services of the Website.

This only happens after you have given your consent (Article 6(1)(a) of the GDPR), for example
through the cookie banner on the website.

2.4. When we protect the website from abuse or fraud.

We may:

e monitor suspicious activity (such as your IP address);

e prevent hacking attempts;

e keep technical system logs.

This is done under our legitimate interest (Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR), as it helps us keep the
platform secure and protect you as a user.

3. DATA SHARING AND THIRD-PARTY ACCESS

We do not sell your personal data. We only share it with carefully selected and trusted recipients
under strict legal, technical, and contractual safeguards.

3.1. Internal Recipients.

Support & Operations Teams — to process your requests, provide assistance, and manage your
account.

Compliance & Legal — to ensure adherence to applicable regulations, prevent misuse, or respond to
official requests.

Marketing Team — only with your explicit consent, to send you news about features, programs, or
promotional campaigns.

Access is strictly limited to authorized personnel with a legitimate business need and who are
bound by confidentiality obligations.

3.2. External Processors.

We engage third-party service providers who process data on our behalf to support the operation of
our services:

Web hosting & infrastructure providers — to ensure uptime, scalability, and security of our
platform.

E-mail service providers — to deliver transactional messages or marketing (only if you opt in).



Analytics services — to monitor site usage and improve functionality (e.g., Google Analytics).

Security tools — to detect fraud, filter spam, and safeguard platform integrity.

All external processors operate under valid Data Processing Agreements (DPAS) and are required
to comply with GDPR or equivalent data protection standards.

Analytics tools are only activated with your consent and are configured with privacy-first
measures, such as IP anonymization and data minimization.

3.3. External Controllers.

We may disclose your personal data to third parties only if required by law, including:

Government authorities or regulators — in response to lawful requests or obligations.

Legal consultants or auditors — in connection with legal compliance, dispute resolution, or
financial audits

4. INTERNATIONAL DATA TRANSFERS

In cases where personal data is transferred outside of the European Economic Area (EEA), we
ensure that appropriate safeguards are in place to protect your rights and data privacy. These safeguards
may include:

* Standard Contractual Clauses (SCCs) approved by the European Commission.

* Adequacy decisions confirming that the destination country ensures an adequate level of data
protection.

* Explicit user consent, where required by applicable laws.

All international transfers are assessed on a case-by-case basis to ensure compliance with data
protection obligations and to maintain the security and confidentiality of your information.

5. DATA RETENTION

In particular:

All retention periods are reviewed regularly to ensure they remain proportionate and lawful.

Right not to be subject to automated decision-making — where such decisions have legal or
similarly significant effects.

7. SECURITY MEASURES
We implement appropriate technical and organizational measures to protect your personal data

against unauthorized access, loss, or misuse. These measures include:
Secure hosting and encrypted connections (HTTPS) — to protect data transmission over the internet.



Access controls and user authentication — to ensure that only authorized personnel can access
sensitive data.

Regular internal reviews and data minimization — to reduce data exposure and improve ongoing
security practices.

While no system is completely immune to threats, we are committed to maintaining a high standard
of data protection and continuously improving our security infrastructure.

8. AUTOMATED SYSTEMS AND PROFILING

We do not use your personal data for fully automated decision-making that produces legal or
similarly significant effects on you.

Any automated systems we do use - such as fraud detection tools or spam filters - operate solely for
technical and security purposes. These systems do not result in decisions that affect your rights, freedoms,
or access to our services.

9. COMPLIANCE WITH GLOBAL LAWS

We strive to comply with international standards for data protection and privacy. Where applicable,
we ensure alignment with relevant legal frameworks, including the GDPR, CCPA, COPPA, and other
current regulations.

We regularly review and update our data protection policies and practices to remain in line with
evolving legal requirements and global best practices.

10. PROTECTION OF MINORS’ PERSONAL DATA

Our services are intended only for individuals who have reached the age of full legal capacity in
their country of residence.

We do not knowingly collect or process personal data from users who do not have full legal
capacity to enter into binding agreements, unless verified consent is provided by a parent or legal
guardian, where permitted by applicable law.

If we learn that personal data has been collected in violation of this policy, we will delete such data
without delay.
