TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Welcome to the https://forevers.market (hereinafter referred to as the Website).

These Terms and Conditions (hereinafter referred to as the Terms) govern the access to, registration on, and
use of the Website, as well as associated digital services and products.

By using the Website, registering on it, creating a personal account, or performing any actions through its
functionality, you confirm that you have read these Terms in full, understand their content, accept them without any
reservations or limitations, and agree to comply with them in full.

If you do not agree with any provision of these Terms, you must immediately cease using the Website and its
features.

These Terms are public and apply to all visitors of the Website.

The Terms are available in two languages: English and Ukrainian. The primary language is English, and in
the event of any discrepancies between versions, the English text shall prevail.

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. By visiting or using the Website, you confirm that you have fully read and understood these Terms, and
that you unconditionally agree to comply with all their provisions, as well as with any other documents, policies,
and conditions referenced herein or published on the Website.

These Terms apply to all individuals who access the Website, regardless of whether they are registered users,
have a personal account, or use paid or free services available through the Website.

1.2. Any use of the Website, its functionality, services, interfaces, or associated digital products, constitutes
your full, unconditional, and irrevocable acceptance of these Terms.

If you do not agree with any provision of these Terms or are unable to comply with them, you must
immediately stop using the Website and any services provided through it.

1.3. You agree to use the Website and all of its services in strict accordance with applicable laws,
international legal norms, and the provisions of these Terms and other documents published on the Website.

1.4. In case of any violation of these Terms, related policies, or other governing documents, the Website
administration reserves the right, at its sole discretion and without prior notice, to temporarily restrict or suspend
your access to the Website or its individual features, or to block or delete your account.

2. USER ACCOUNT

2.1. To access the functionality of the Website, the user must create a personal account.
During registration, the user agrees to provide complete, accurate, and up-to-date information. The user bears full
responsibility for maintaining the confidentiality of their account credentials, including login, password, and other
authentication methods.

2.4. The Website administration shall not be liable for any direct or indirect damages, losses, or harm caused
to the user as a result of unauthorized access to their account if such access became possible due to the user's failure
to comply with these Terms regarding the confidentiality of account information.

3. FUNCTIONALITY OF THE WEBSITE
3.1. The Website operates as a digital platform providing users with information and technology

functionality for access to the digital product Forevers Ads, as well as other services and functionality that may be
available on the Website now or introduced in the future.



3.2. Through the Website, users may access certain features and services related to Forevers Ads, including
but not limited to:

e registering and creating a personal account;

¢ viewing information about Forevers Ads;

o submitting requests regarding possible actions related to access to Forevers Ads, including changes to or
transfer of such access to other users;

e participating in the loyalty program, if available.

Website functionality may be updated or expanded at the sole discretion of the administration.

3.3. The Website serves solely as a technical and informational interface for user interaction and for
managing access to Forevers Ads. The administration is not a party to any transactions between users unless
expressly stated otherwise in specific terms.

3.4. All actions related to Forevers Ads must be carried out exclusively through the Website’s functionality
and in accordance with these Terms, the applicable program rules, and other documents published on the Website.

3.5. The functionality of the Website, the list of available services, the conditions of their use, and the terms
of access may be changed, supplemented, or restricted unilaterally by the administration, with relevant information
published on the Website.

3.6. The administration does not guarantee uninterrupted or error-free operation of the Website or its features
and bears no responsibility for temporary technical failures, maintenance, updates, or access restrictions due to
technical servicing.

3.7. The Website Administration does not act as a buyer, seller, agent, broker, commission agent, or
representative of any User.

4. FOREVERS ADS

4.1. Forevers Ads is a digital product accessible through the functionality of the Website in accordance with
the terms outlined in the Public Offer Agreement, which is published on the Website.

4.2. The Website provides users with a technical interface to:

e interact with the functionality related to access to Forevers Ads;

e initiate requests to modify or transfer access to Forevers Ads to other users;

5.3. The restriction outlined in this section also applies to individuals who:



5.3.1. act on behalf of or in the interest of sanctioned individuals, organizations, or governments;
5.3.2. are registered in or effectively operate within sanctioned jurisdictions;

5.3.3. are located in temporarily occupied territories or territories with undefined or unrecognized
international status.

5.4. If any person violates these restrictions by registering on the Website, creating an account, making
payments, using the Website’s features, or participating in any programs, such actions will be considered a material
breach of these Terms.

5.5. In the event of a violation of this section, the Website administration reserves the right to immediately
and without prior notice restrict or terminate access to the Website, block or delete the user’s account, revoke
access to services, Forevers Ads, and programs, and cancel any bonuses or balances — without any compensation,
refund, or reimbursement.

5.6. The Website administration shall not be liable for any losses, damages, or other consequences incurred
by a user due to the enforcement of the restrictions set forth in this section.

6. PAYMENTS, FEES, AND BONUSES

6.1. Access to certain features of the Website, including the Forevers Ads digital product, may be provided
on a paid basis in accordance with the Public Offer Agreement, these Terms, and other documents published on the
Website.

6.2. All payments made through the Website constitute service and administrative fees for access to
functionality, technical support, processing, accounting, and support of user actions related to Forevers Ads, as well
as other ancillary services.

Such payments do not constitute investments, contributions, deposits, or payments for financial instruments
and do not imply the participation of the Website Administration in legal relationships between users.

6.3. The amounts, procedures, and conditions for any fees and charges, including one-time access payments
to Forevers Ads, administrative or technical fees, are determined by the Public Offer Agreement and Website
information and may be updated by the Website administration.

6.3.1. When using certain Website functionality related to the processing and accounting of user actions
concerning Forevers Ads, the Website Administration may apply a service fee of 1%.

6.7. The Website Administration reserves the right to set minimum amounts, timeframes, additional terms,
and restrictions for bonus withdrawals and may deny withdrawals in case of user violations of these Terms, the
Public Offer Agreement, or the Loyalty Program rules.

6.8. Questions regarding refunds, transaction cancellations, or adjustment of credited amounts are governed
by the documents published on the Website and applicable law.

6.9. In the event of any discrepancies between the provisions of this section and the Public Offer Agreement
or Loyalty Program terms, the provisions of the relevant special documents shall apply.

7. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

7.4. The Website administration does not guarantee any specific outcomes, including income, profit,
demand, sales, or rental of real estate as a result of using Forevers Ads, participating in the loyalty program, or
using other Website services.

8. PERSONAL DATA AND PRIVACY

8.1. By using the Website and registering an account, the user consents to the collection, processing, storage,
and use of their personal data for the purposes of operating the Platform, fulfilling these Terms, the Public Offer
Agreement, and other related documents.

8.2. The processing of personal data is carried out in accordance with applicable law and the Privacy Policy
published on the Website.

8.3. Personal data may be used, in particular, for the following purposes:

e ensuring security and preventing fraud.

8.4. The Website administration takes reasonable technical and organizational measures to protect users'
personal data; however, it cannot guarantee absolute security of information on the Internet.

8.5. The user has the right to request access to their personal data, as well as its correction, deletion, or
restriction of processing, in accordance with applicable law and the Privacy Policy.

9. AMENDMENTS TO THE TERMS AND TERMINATION OF ACCESS

9.1. The Website administration reserves the right to modify, supplement, or update these Terms at any time
unilaterally by publishing a new version on the Website.

9.2. The updated Terms take effect upon their publication on the Website, unless stated otherwise in the new
version. Continued use of the Website after changes are made constitutes the user's acceptance of the updated
Terms.



9.3. The Website administration has the right to fully or partially restrict, suspend, or terminate the user’s
access to the Website, their account, or certain services in the event of:

« violation of these Terms by the user;

o breach of the Public Offer Agreement or other Website policies;

o legal requirements or decisions of competent authorities.

9.4. Termination of a user’s access to the Website does not release them from obligations incurred before
such termination and does not affect the validity of provisions which, by their nature, shall remain in effect after
access has ended.

10. USER CONDUCT

10.1. By using the Website, you agree to follow generally accepted standards of fair, lawful, and ethical
behavior. The following actions are strictly prohibited:

10.1.6. Engaging in actions aimed at creating or supporting competing services using the information,
features, or intellectual property of the Website or third parties.

10.1.7. Impersonating another person or providing false or misleading information during registration or
while using the Website.

10.2. Violation of any provisions of this section may result in temporary restriction of access, account
blocking, or deletion without prior notice.

10.3. In the event of serious or repeated violations, the Website administration reserves the right to report
such behavior to relevant government or law enforcement authorities in accordance with applicable law.

11. JURISDICTIONAL LIMITATIONS

11.1. The services and features provided through the Website may be partially or fully unavailable in certain
jurisdictions depending on applicable legal requirements.

12. APPLICABLE LAW AND JURISDICTION

breach, termination, or invalidity shall be resolved through negotiations between the parties.

12.3. If a dispute cannot be resolved through negotiations, it shall be submitted to the court of competent
jurisdiction as determined by the Public Offer Agreement, in accordance with the rules of private international law.

12.4. The user acknowledges that the applicable law and jurisdiction may vary depending on the nature of
the specific legal relationship, the type of service or feature used, and the relevant terms published on the Website.

13. AGE RESTRICTIONS

13.1. Use of the Website is permitted only for individuals who have reached the age of majority or possess
full legal capacity according to the laws of their country of residence or registration.

15. SEVERABILITY

15.1. If any provision of these Terms is found to be invalid, unlawful, or unenforceable by a court decision or
under applicable law, this shall not affect the validity and enforceability of the remaining provisions.

15.2. Any such invalid or unenforceable provision shall be replaced with a valid provision that most closely
reflects the original legal intent and economic purpose of the initial provision.



16. FORCE MAJEURE

16.1. The Website administration shall not be held liable for any full or partial failure to fulfill its obligations
under these Terms if such failure results from force majeure circumstances that are beyond the Website’s
reasonable control.

16.2. Such circumstances may include, but are not limited to:

o natural disasters (earthquakes, floods, fires, etc.);

e actions of governmental authorities or changes in legislation;

e technical failures, telecommunications disruptions, cyberattacks;
e labor disputes, strikes, or other similar events.

16.3. In the event of force majeure, the Website will make reasonable efforts to inform users and restore
normal operations as soon as reasonably possible.
